Subject: Misdeclaring Apples In-Transit Through BC destined outside of BC
Reminder to all brokers who clear CFIA-NISC paperwork of apples in-transit through British Columbia with a final destination outside of British Columbia; when submitting electronically, these shipments must be properly identified with the correct extensions for CFIA release. Diagram below clarifies the correct codes required when submitting these entries.  When properly declaring these entries, it will trigger the registration requirement for Phytosanitary Certificate.  Miscellaneous code can be either 019 or 020.

A clear indication of these entries is when the CFIA form 5272 is filled out and the 1st POE specifies a port in BC and the final destination address is listed in another province other than BC.
